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Evaluation can help you learn additional information from programs such as activity outcomes and quality of services provided that cannot be gained from a routine monitoring system.  
When possible, it is important to plan for program evaluation prior to implementation since this will typically require additional data collection that may only be done periodically.
Guideline for Using Evaluation to Answer Key Program Questions
Process Evaluation
What intervention can work in this context (interventions that have proven effective in this context)? Are we doing the right things are we doing it right and on a large enough scale?
Outcome Evaluation
Is the intervention working, is it making the intended difference in outcomes such as changes in knowledge and behaviour?  
Impact Evaluation
Are our combined efforts affecting change on a population level?
Additional Information
List any evaluation activities that you are currently implementing and the evaluation questions they are addressing.
How will the data be obtained?
